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A Study on Global Competence Cultivation in Textbooks for Country and
Region Studies Courses of Foreign Language Discipline
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Abstract: To meet the needs of national strategies, the discipline of Foreign Languages and Literature has designated
country and region studies as one of its training orientations. In the cultivation of country and region talents, global
competence constitutes a crucial aspect of international talent development, and textbooks serve as a strong pillar for
talent training. This study takes textbooks on U.S. studies courses as the research object, analyzing how these textbooks
integrate the knowledge, skills, attitudes, and values outlined in the global competence framework, as well as Chinese
perspectives, into talent cultivation within the Chinese context. The findings indicate that textbooks on U.S. studies can
provide students with abundant knowledge of the country’s conditions, foster an open attitude, enhance their cognitive
and behavioral skills, and help them establish correct values and Chinese perspectives. The study argues that in the future
revision, development, and application of country and region studies textbooks, it is necessary to further optimize
textbook compilation standards, add competence-oriented modules, and attach importance to the secondary development

of textbooks, so as to better cultivate the global competence of country and region studies talents.
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
