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Abstract: As a treasure of the Miao ethnic group's traditional culture, the Miao clay whistle carries the historical
memory and aesthetic wisdom of the ethnic group. This paper takes the national intangible cultural heritage, the Miao
clay whistle of Huangping, Guizhou as the base of the shape, and the Miao ethnic group's clothing patterns as the core of
cultural symbols, combined with the Miao clay whistle zodiac culture, aiming to explore the IP image design of the
integration of intangible cultural heritage elements, and promote the living inheritance of Miao culture. Through the
extraction of elements and color strategies, six core IP characters are created, which not only retain the texture of the clay
whistle craftsmanship and the folkloric implications of the clothing patterns, but also conform to modern aesthetic
preferences. This design effectively solves the problems of the dissemination and market adaptation of traditional clay
whistles, realizes the creative transformation of Miao intangible cultural heritage elements, and builds a value loop with
culture as the core foundation, dissemination as the diffusion path, and business as the sustainable driving force. It
