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Abstract: The contemporary connotation of the "Spirit of Educators" originates from the profound integration of Marxist
educational thought and the theory of education with Chinese characteristics. Based on the strategic positioning of
education as "a matter of vital importance to the Party and the State," it is constructed by combining national
development needs with the goals of improving national quality, while inheriting the essence of traditional Chinese
teacher ethics. Its essential characteristic consists of a value orientation and normative framework with distinct political
attributes. Its specific manifestations include the pursuit of ideals unifying belief and morality, pedagogical wisdom
characterized by the integration of knowledge and action, and a professional realm centered on "Lide Shuren" (fostering

virtue through education). To promote the Spirit of Educators, efforts must be made from three aspects: first, awakening
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the subjective consciousness of teachers; second, cultivating a social atmosphere of respecting teachers; and third,

refining the institutional guarantee system. This is a fundamental requirement for implementing the socialist direction of

schooling, as well as an important path for promoting high-quality educational development and the modernization of the

teaching workforce, thereby providing powerful support for the strategic goal of building a leading power in education

and the great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation.
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
