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Cultivating Cultural Identity in Primary School Chinese Myth Teaching: An
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Abstract:Teaching Chinese myths in primary schools is an important way to cultivate students' cultural identity and lay
the foundation for their cultural confidence. At present, most teaching focuses on plot explanation, falling into the
predicament of superficiality, ignoring the national spirit carried by myths as the precipitation of archetypes, and thus it is
difficult to achieve the goal of cultural education. Taking archetype theory as the core, combined with Jung's collective
unconsciousness theory and Frye's archetypal criticism theory, this study takes compiled textbooks such as Niwa Mends
the Sky, Pangu Separates Heaven and Earth, and The Myth of Jingwei as carriers to explore the teaching implementation
methods of character and motif archetypes. By guiding students to feel the national spirit behind myths and building a
connection between archetypes and reality, it helps students establish cultural identity, provides support for solving the
problem of superficial teaching, conforms to the requirements of Chinese education in compulsory education, and
consolidates the emotional foundation of cultural confidence in childhood.
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
