Guidance of the Production-Oriented Approach
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Abstract:In response to issues in high school English reading and writing classes—such as overemphasizing reading,
separating reading from writing, and disconnecting learning from application—this paper applies the
Production-Oriented Approach’s principle of “integrating learning with application.” It suggests focusing on text
structure, content, and language features, and designs activities around “output-driven, input-facilitated, and
evaluation-based production” to effectively integrate input and output. Using the lesson “Diverse Cultures” from the PEP
compulsory textbook as an example, the paper illustrates how this approach can enhance reading and writing teaching

and develop students’ core competencies.
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
