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Research on the Objectives and Implementation Pathways of Comprehensive

Tourism in the Stone Forest from a Resource Economics Perspective

Abstract: From the perspective of resource economics, this study systematically investigates the objective system and
practical pathways for the comprehensive tourism development of Shilin County. With the Karst World Natural Heritage
as its core, Shilin integrates ethnic cultural resources, represented by the Yi Sani culture, and diverse ecological tourism
resources. However, after years of development, it faces five core challenges: a singular product structure, imbalanced
spatial development, an aging brand image, conflicts between heritage conservation and experiential demands, and
insufficient synergy between policy and market forces. To address these issues, guided by the logic of resource
economics, the study proposes that the development objectives for Shilin's comprehensive tourism should encompass
constructing a diversified and synergistic product system integrating sightseeing, research-based learning, and leisure;
optimizing the overall spatial layout; innovating a dual-IP communication model centered on the World Heritage and
ethnic culture to reshape the brand image; establishing a conservation and utilization mechanism featuring zoning
management and technology empowerment; and improving the collaborative mechanism between policy and market.To
achieve these objectives, a four-pronged implementation pathway encompassing technology, mechanisms, policies, and
models is proposed. This pathway involves mobilizing resources through smart tourism platforms, innovating
benefit-sharing models, overcoming administrative barriers and the fragmentation of resources, and deepening industrial
integration to build the brand. The development model of Shilin's all-for-one tourism is transitioning from a
"resource-dependent” type to an "industry-driven" type. Its experience can provide practical reference for similar
resource-based regions across the country in promoting the synergy of ecological conservation, cultural heritage
preservation, and economic development.
