Strategic Exploration of the Development of Guangxi's Tourism Industry
Empowered by the Convention and Exhibition Economy: An Analysis Based on
the China-ASEAN Cooperation Framework
Ji Biao
(Guangxi University, Nanning, Guangxi 530004)

Abstract: Against the backdrop of the construction of a China-ASEAN community with a shared future, Guangxi
leverages its geographical advantages to achieve coordinated development between the convention and exhibition
economy and the tourism industry. This paper analyzes the multidimensional impacts of international convention and
exhibition events, represented by the China-ASEAN Expo, on Guangxi's tourism industry. The study finds that in the
short term, the convention and exhibition economy stimulates tourist flows and consumption through the "event-driven
effect"; in the long term, it aids in reshaping the tourism image, upgrading infrastructure, optimizing products, and
modernizing the industrial chain through the "brand-building effect" and the "industry-linkage effect." The ASEAN
factor serves as a core hub, influencing convention and exhibition themes, scales, as well as the structure of the tourism
market, cooperation models, and development directions. Facing challenges of regional competition and industrial
integration, Guangxi should strengthen the top-level design of "convention and exhibition + tourism," create cross-border
convention and exhibition tourism products, promote digital technology and smart operations, build a regional
cooperation network, transform short-term consumption peaks into long-term development momentum, and contribute

the "Guangxi Experience."
