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Instructional Design and Practical Cases of Ideological and Political Education in

the “Advanced Japanese” Course

Abstract: Taking the School of Eastern Languages of Harbin Normal University as a case study, this paper
systematically explores the instructional design and practical approaches of ideological and political education embedded
in “Advanced Japanese”, a core course for third-year Japanese majors.
