Abstract: Under the context of urban-rural integration and rural revitalization strategies, rural aesthetics provides a new
perspective for re-examining the aesthetic value and cultural connotations of rural landscapes. As the core demonstration
area of the "Tianfu Granary," Chongzhou’s large-scale rapeseed landscapes not only serve agricultural production but
also act as an important vehicle for rural aesthetics. Based on rural aesthetics theory, this paper explores the integration
mechanisms and practical pathways of Chongzhou’s rapeseed landscapes and rural culture in tourism expression. This
perspective emphasizes the multi-dimensional aesthetic values of landscapes—visual, ecological, and
cultural—transforming rapeseed flowers from productive landscapes into a nexus connecting agriculture, daily life, and
aesthetic experiences. By integrating rapeseed flower fields, western Sichuan’s forested settlements, and traditional
villages, Chongzhou has shaped a distinctive Tianfu rural scenery, promoting the transformation of rural landscapes into
consumptive experiences, enriching the connotation of rural tourism, and fostering industrial integration. This paper
systematically summarizes the innovative experiences of the Chongzhou model, aiming to provide insights for rural

revitalization in similar regions.
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
