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An Exploration of Teaching Reform Paths for “Basic Japanese” from the
Perspective of Ideological and Political Education

Abstract: With the continuous deepening of the construction of ideological and political education in college curricula,
how to realize the coordinated integration of knowledge imparting, ability cultivation and value shaping in basic
professional courses has become an important issue in the reform of Japanese language teaching. As a core course for
lower-grade students majoring in Japanese, “Basic Japanese” not only undertakes the tasks of language knowledge
enlightenment and skill training, but also serves as a key link for students to form professional cognition, establish
cultural awareness and shape correct values. Based on the curriculum attributes of “Basic Japanese” and the
characteristics of “New Japanese Volume 2 (Revised Edition, Shanghai Foreign Language Education Press) , this paper
takes “May Day” and “The Sichuan Earthquake — Compassion for Compatriots at the Moment of Life and Death” in
“Unit 2 Review” as the entry points, and explores the instructional design approaches of ideological and political
education in the links of task design, classroom activities and evaluation feedback. The study holds that the key to
ideological and political education in “Basic Japanese” teaching lies not in additive indoctrination, but in centering on the
main line of language training, relying on life-oriented, situational and emotional texts, and naturally integrating value
elements such as labor consciousness and patriotic feelings into language practice, so as to realize the organic unity of
language competence and value guidance.
