Abstract: Against the backdrop of the digital village strategy and the digital transformation of grassroots governance,
digital platforms represented by “smart Party building” have emerged rapidly, aiming to address traditional challenges in
grassroots Party building such as dispersed member management, formalized organizational activities, and difficulties in
mass mobilization through technological empowerment. However, practice shows that these platforms face deep-seated
contradictions when embedded into rural self-governance systems: the mismatch between technological thresholds and
the aging population structure, the dilution of humanistic care by algorithmic efficiency, the misalignment between
supply-oriented design and actual demands, as well as emerging problems such as formalism and data suspension.
Residents commonly report complex operations, lack of warmth, and a disconnect between services and real needs. How
to promote the transformation of smart Party building platforms from “tool stacking” to institutional adaptation,
emotional connection, and value rationality integration with grassroots governance has become a critical theoretical and

practical issue that urgently needs to be addressed.
