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A Study on the'Institutional-Cultural-Practical" Mechanism and Six
Implementation Paths for Integrating the '""Two Roads" Spirit into Vocational

College Student Communities

Abstract: The “Two Roads" Spirit is a component of the spiritual pedigree of the Chinese Communists. For
transportation vocational colleges, this spiritual heritage serves not only as a unique vehicle for fulfilling the fundamental
task of fostering virtue through education but also as a value foundation for cultivating transportation craftsmen in the
new era. With the deepening of the “Three-Dimensional Education" reform, the “One-stop" student community provides
a practical pathway for the efficient transformation of spiritual resources. This study integrates red culture education
theory, field theory, and collaborative education theory, taking Sichuan Vocational and Technical College of
Communications as the practical field, and constructs a three-in-one educational mechanism of “institutional
embedding—cultural infiltration—practical cultivation”,  from which six specific implementation paths are derived.
Based on a one-year quasi-experimental study, data from 528 pre-test and 512 post-test samples show that students’
awareness of the “Two Roads" Spirit increased from 67.4% to 94.3% (p<0.001), their accurate understanding of its core
connotation rose from 32.8% to 67.5% (p<0.001), and their participation rate in community activities increased from
34.2% to 78.6% (p<0.001). The findings indicate that this educational mechanism and its implementation paths can
provide both theoretical support and practical reference for transportation vocational colleges to carry out spiritual
education practices with industry characteristics.
