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Research on Innovative Practices of International Students Empowering the
International Communication of Local Culture from the Perspective of the Belt

and Road Initiative: A Case Study of Ningbo University of Technology

Abstract:Against the backdrop of the in-depth advancement of the Belt and Road Initiative, international students, as an
important bond for cross-cultural exchanges, exert a direct impact on the overseas outreach of national cultural soft
power through their depth of understanding of Chinese culture and effectiveness in international communication. Taking
the practice of international student education at Ningbo University of Technology as a research sample, this paper
systematically explores innovative paths for international students to empower the international communication of local
culture through investigating the current situation, analyzing existing problems and constructing corresponding strategies.
The study finds that international students are currently confronted with such problems as fragmented cultural cognition,
insufficient cross-cultural exchange scenarios and a weak communication support system. In response, this paper
proposes a role-progressive cultivation model, a closed-loop mechanism of cultural immersion, the construction of
two-way mutual learning exchange scenarios, and a four-party linkage communication mechanism involving universities,
local governments, media and enterprises. It aims to provide practical references for peer institutions to optimize cultural

education for international students and contribute to the development of China’s international communication capacity.
