Abstract: Against the background of inclusive education philosophy and the new curriculum reform oriented to core
literacy, Project-Based Learning (PBL) has become an effective way to break the barriers between school stages and
empower the coordinated development of special education and general education. Taking the unit Flying Youth in
Volume 2, Grade 7 of Guangxi Edition Junior High School Fine Arts Textbook as the carrier of cross-media creation,
and based on the practical experience of hierarchical guidance for art inclusive students at Minzu East Primary School in
Qingxiu District, Nanning, this paper constructs a PBL teaching model of art education linkage between junior high
school and primary school. By analyzing the internal correlation between junior high school cross-media creation
(photography, micro film, digital editing) and primary school hierarchical guidance (hierarchical objectives, hierarchical
tasks, hierarchical support), it explores the implementation strategies of school stage connection, general-special
education integration and the integration of art and skills under the PBL model. Combined with teaching cases, it verifies
its practical effect on improving ordinary students' creative practical ability and enhancing the art participation and
self-confidence of inclusive students, providing a referable practical paradigm for the integrated development of regional

inclusive education and aesthetic education.
