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A Historical Examination and Empirical Study of Visual Communication in

Strengthening the Sense of the Chinese National Community in Inner Mongolia

Abstract: Ethnic unity is the lifeline of all ethnic groups, and fostering a strong sense of the Chinese national community
is central to the overall cause of the great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation. General Secretary Xi Jinping has
emphasised that “we must tell the story of the Chinese nation well and vigorously promote the consciousness of the
Chinese national community” . In line with the requirements for work to be “tangible, perceptible and effective” , visual
storytelling has become a vital means of concretising, visualising and popularising the concepts of  “sharing weal and
woe, honour and disgrace, life and death, and destiny” . Grounded in visual communication theory, this paper analyses
the generative logic of visual narratives in Inner Mongolia aimed at consolidating the sense of a Chinese national
community. It then traces, in a diachronic manner, the thematic connotations, typical media and narrative functions of
visual communication across different stages since the founding of the People’ s Republic of China. Building upon this,
the paper distils practical experiences with broader applicability from three dimensions — upholding the Party ’ s
comprehensive leadership, highlighting the intrinsic connection between ethnic cultures and Chinese culture, and
promoting the integration and innovation of content and form—with a view to providing guidance for relevant work in
ethnic regions.
