Abstract: The "Two Mountains" Theory is an original and core paradigm of Xi Jinping’s Thought on Ecological
Civilization. Distinct from general ecological civilization concepts, it embodies unique theoretical characteristics of
dialectical unity, people’ s livelihood orientation, and value transformation, and shares an irreplaceable internal resonance
with university ideological and political education. Current relevant studies suffer from problems such as superficial
interpretation, fragmented integration, weakened ideological and political mainline, and formalized practice. Based on
