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New Changes in Lesson 3  “The Origins of Chinese Civilization” in the 2024

Abstract:The revised 2024 edition of the seventh-grade first-volume Chinese History textbook, compiled in accordance
with the Compulsory Education History Curriculum Standards (2022 Edition), has been officially adopted since the
autumn semester of 2024. Significant adjustments have been made in terms of content arrangement, teaching structure,
and educational philosophy.For example, Lesson 3 incorporates the achievements of the Chinese Civilization Origins
Project, adding historical concepts such as the emergence of private ownership, social classes, and early states, as well as
the important role of archaeological excavations in understanding primitive society. In addition, new sections such as

“ Learning History to Cultivate Virtue”  have been introduced, highlighting the role of the history curriculum in
fostering moral education and cultivating students’  values.Starting from the changes in the curriculum standards, this
article analyzes the content revisions and underlying reasons behind the new edition of the textbook, while also
proposing corresponding teaching suggestions. It is hoped that this study can provide useful references for frontline
history teaching practices.
