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Research on the Educational Transformation Pathways of the Sense of

Abstract:Forging a strong sense of community for the Chinese nation serves as the core guiding principle for ideological
and political education in the new era. As the primary front for cultivating high-quality technical and skilled talents,
higher vocational colleges shoulder the critical mission of deeply integrating this sense of community into the entire
process of talent cultivation that emphasizes both "moral integrity and technical proficiency." While existing literature
has yielded substantial theoretical insights and general implementation pathways for universities, research focusing on
integrated educational pathways tailored to the distinctive characteristics of vocational education remains insufficient.
Current practices are often plagued by the "decoupling" of ideological education from professional instruction, as well as
a disconnect between cognitive understanding and behavioral practice. Grounded in a theoretical analysis of the
connotations of the sense of community and an empirical diagnosis of the current status in vocational colleges, this study
proposes a four-stage educational transformation mechanism—"Educational Integration — Cognitive Deepening —
Emotional Identification — Conscious Practice"—from the perspective of integrated education. Furthermore, it constructs
a five-dimensional practical framework encompassing "Objectives, Content, Carriers, Methods, and Evaluation," and
puts forward specific implementation strategies for three core educational scenarios: professional classrooms, practical
training, and industry-academia collaboration. This research aims to provide a systematic solution that combines
theoretical support with practical operability for promoting the sense of community for the Chinese nation in higher
vocational colleges.
